Established in 1845, Queen’s University is at the forefront
of developing new technologies and ideas which bring about
transformational change to society. We want to continue to
do so for many years to come. When you choose to leave a
charitable legacy to Queen’s, you become part of the
solution.

ITCAN REDUCE THE AMOUNT OF INHERITANCE
TAXYOU PAY ON YOUR ESTATE

The Queen’s University of Belfast Foundation is a registered
charity (NIC 102044) and is thereby exempt from Income
and Inheritance Tax (IHT). This means you could reduce the
amount of tax you pay on your estate.

Gifts of stocks, shares or property can also reduce the tax
burden on your estate.

THE “10% RULFE’

In the UK the nil-rate band is £325,000 (201819 tax year)
and IHT is charged on any sum above that threshold. It is
worth bearing in mind that if you leave 10% or more of your

estate to a registered charity in your will, you may reduce the
rate of tax above the threshold from 40% to 36%.

TYPES OF LEGACY GIFT

There are several ways you
may wish to leave a gift in
your will.

Residuary Legacy

A percentage or fraction of
your estate after taxes,
charges and other legacies
have been settled.

Pecuniary Legacy

A cash sum of money. You
may wish to discuss with your
advisor how to protect the real
value of your gift from
inflation over time.

Specific Gift
A gift of specific property,

such as land, buildings,
shares, copyrights, paintings
or other property.

HOW TO WORD YOUR
GIFT

We are happy to discuss your
will wording and draft some
options for you to consider.

You may also find the
following wording helpful
when you and your solicitor
are considering your gift to
Queen’s:

1 give to The Queen’s
University of Belfast
Foundation (charity number:
NIC102044) the sum of
(insert amount in words)
pounds (£ insert figure), or
(insert percentage in words)
percent (insert figure %), for
(insert purpose); and | direct
that the receipt of the Trusts
Administrator or other
proper officer of the Trust
shall be a sufficient discharge
to the executors for this gift.’

If you would like to be more
specific about how your gift
is used, then please add the
following wording:

| express the wish, without
creating any trust or imposing
any other legally-binding
obligation, that... e.g. preference
be given to medical research/
undergraduates studying
Engineering’.

INTERNATIONAL LEGACY GIFTS

Canada

If you are resident in Canada, a bequest made to Queen’s
University Belfast is deductible for estate tax purposes, and
there is no limit on the amount of the estate tax charitable
deduction.

The suggested wording of a Canadian bequest is:

‘I direct my Estate Trustee to transfer as a gift to Queen’s
University Belfast (an educational institution specifically
designated for charitable donations under the Income Taxes
Act (Canada) and Regulations [Section 3505] thereto) (the
sumof$____ ) or (____% of my estate), to be used for the
benefit of Queen’s University Belfast.’

USA

Legacy gifts from USA taxpayers can be channelled through
‘Friends of The Queen’s University of Belfast, Inc.” (‘the
Friends”) — an organisation in the USA, which has charitable
status under section 501(c) (3) of the USA Internal Revenue
Code. This means that if you are a USA taxpayer, you can
offset a donation to ‘the Friends” against your tax bill.

The following example may be tailored to best suit your
particular financial circumstances. To create a bequest for
immediate use, the preferred phrase is:

I give (the sum of$_____ ) or (L___% of my estate), to Friends
of The Queen’s University of Belfast, Inc., a 501(c) (3) charity,
for the benefit of Queen’s University Belfast (if your bequest is
for a specific purpose, state the purpose), although | understand
that this request is not binding on the part of the Trustees.’
